Summary

The village has a single recreation ground with three senior pitches, a mini soccer
pitches, bowls green, pavilion and play area. There are also two cricket pitches
currently in use by juniors and one senior pitch

A new pavilion was provided in 2007 at a total cost of £400000 at Cottenham Village
College

There are currently six senior football teams, eight junior football teams, three cricket
teams and a women'’s football team using the facilities. Two junior football teams use
the primary school football pitch and four colts’ cricket teams and a senior team use
Cottenham Village College.

To address the need for increased pitches to meet local need the Parish Council has
purchased a 99-year lease on eight acres of land adjacent to the recreation ground.
They are in the process of trying to obtain grants to level, drain, seed and fence the
area.

There is a local need for an additional senior football pitch, one junior pitch, two mini
soccer pitches and a cricket pitch.

The Parish Council are currently consulting with young people who have requested a
small skate-park on the recreation ground. There are also plans to upgrade the
toddlers play area, and funding is being sought.

New changing rooms (4 + 2 officials) to be provided — planning permission to be
sought.

A skateboard park was completed several years ago but there are plans to extend
this area.
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
