Summary 
 
The village has one recreation ground with one junior football pitch, two senior pitch, 
two mini soccer pitches, cricket square, play area, a bowls green and a pavilion. 
 
The pavilion was extended and refurbished in 2006 as part of a £100000 project 
 
Willingham Cricket Club and Willingham Wolves junior football club have teams from 
U8’s to U15’s girls and boys and in excess of 150 children.  
 
Willingham Parish council are looking at developing an outdoor gym, skate park, 
enhanced play equipment and a teenage shelter.
