The village has two recreation grounds. One has a senior football pitch and pavilion.
The second recreation ground is on the same site as the village hall and has a play
area, bowls green and two hard tennis courts. The bowls and tennis clubs both use
the village hall facilities.

The club and Parish Council are in the early stages of investigating upgrading the
pavilion facilities, the existing facility in a poor condition. There is the need to have
disabled access and official changing areas within the Pavilion in order to meet local
need.

The football club has one senior team as most of the local juniors traditionally play
their football with Swavesey Spartans, however a Fen Ditton Youth Team has been
established and are intending to work with Parish Council and Cambs FA on
developing further.
