INTRODUCTION

IN A NUTSHELL (recommend up to 100 words), the case for this Local Green Space:

This area is natural green space for southern Impington residents. It is used daily by villagers for playing
on the playground equipment, playing outdoor games and sports, picking fruit or foraging, for annual /
regular events, connecting to nature, picnicking, bird watching and walking. It is a very important asset,
especially given the shortfall of spaces for children's recreation relative to District minimum standards.
A covenant requires that the site will be used for this purpose. Many people also take dogs there, as
there are very few alternative spaces in this part of the village. Many residents would like the area for
public use to be expanded but this will only be possible if NIAB is willing to make land available.

The site is most heavily used by residents of the
southern half of Histon & Impington, and it is
important as there are fewer local green spaces in
the southern half of the village.

Crescent) shows that over 50% of them use the
space at least once a week in the summer and 35%
in the winter. The majority of the survey
participants (59.84%), use the space for playing on
the playground equipment, playing outdoor sports
and games, and fruit picking or foraging.

Other users (families and dog-walkers) come from
further afield within Impington.

The site’s local character is reflected in the heavy
use by local residents and is confirmed in the

systematic survey organised and implemented by
one resident. Of 39 households responding, 100%
said they wanted the site to be protected and 97%
said they would care a lot if the site were built on
and the communal space lost. 11% of survey
respondents stated they use the space for annual /
regular events.

In the context of the shortage of publicly accessible,
open green space in H&I, people in the south-west
of the village are especially deprived because they
are hemmed in by the totally inaccessible NIAB land
and the Al14. As the only accessible recreational
green space in the south-west, the South Road Rec
is extremely important to them.

A survey was carried out with 39 local houses
responding, with 84.7% saying they would care a lot
“if South Road Rec were to be built upon and there
was no longer any communal outdoor space for you
to use?” 97.44% saying they would care “a lot if
South Road Rec were to be built upon and there was
no longer any communal outdoor space for your
neighbours with children to use?” and 100% of the
respondents saying “yes they want to protect South
Road Rec and Playground from being built on?”
The fact that a South Road resident designed,
implemented and wrote up the survey is in itself

It is an area mostly used for playing on the
playground equipment (27%), and playing outdoor
games and sports(20.5%). 12.3% of survey
respondents pick fruit or forage in the Rec, and
11.5% use the Rec for annual / regular events such
as “playing out socials”. The rest use the space for
connecting to nature, picnicking, bird watching and
walking.

To quote one respondent: “Very close. Children can
play there safely away from traffic &
unsupervised....”

Yes — see attached map.

It is adjacent to extensive tracts of agricultural land
and countryside stretching west and south providing
connectivity for insect, bird and mammal species
which is an essential attribute to enable the
maintenance of sustainable populations. Thus, the
South Road rec is important habitat for species on
the agricultural land and, at the same time, provides
a place where people — especially children — can see
species associated with farmland margins and trees.
